A FEW WORDS ABOUT OUR PARISH

Due to the lack of written records, it is not possible know when the parish of
Falatados was established. The first written record dates back to 1735 and comes
from a book of our church. According to the results of a census, which ook place in
1898 and recorded the island’s Orthodox churches, Falatados was separated into
three different parishes, those of “The Virgin Mary", “St John” and “St Paraskevi”,
and had 36 chapels. Our current parish was established at the end of the 19th cen-
tury and “St John’s” church became our cathedral.

Throughout the years, our parish has been the cradle for a number of distin-
guished and respectable priests, whose portraits are displayed in the village's church
museum. Furthermore, Nun Makaria Desipri, Reverend Mother of “St. Ephraim’s”
convent in N. Makri was born and grew up in Falatados.

THE CATHEDRAL

The cathedral of "St. John” is devoted to three different saints because,
according to wrilten records and older people’s accounts, it seems that the church
was built on the foundations of three smaller chapels, those of “St. John”, “St. Vasil-
jos” and “The Holy Trinity”. From the parish register we can also conclude that the
grounds of those three chapels were used as the cemetery for all three of the parish-
€5,

The idea of constructing the cathedral was conceived by the people of Falata-
dos who lived in Constantinople and in Smyrna. They were the ones who took full
responsibility for the collection of funds required including the equipment of the
church. The construction of the church began in the 1850s, under the surveillance
of an architect called Skoutaris, and it was consecrated on 8th September 1889. It is
2 basilica with a dome, built in a cruciform shape. Itis 22m in length, 12m in breadth
and 20m in height. The grounds and the entrance of the church are laid with peb-
bles dating back to 1902. In 2000, their renovation was financed by the Ministry of
Civilization.

Today, the cathedral is the biggest, and, because of its elevated position and
its huge belfries — which were constructed after 1959 — the most imposing on the
island of Tinos.

Al three entrances of the cathedral have marble door frames. The central
door, which is the main entrance to the church and the most impressive, dates back
to 1880. On each side of the porch there are spiral, marble staircases, constructed
with an admirable supporting technique, leading up to the women's quarters.

Inside the cathedral, the feeling of spaciousness combined with the preva-

lence of natural lighting emphasise the glorification of moderation. The huge
columns with the wonderful capitals as well as the facade of the church were con-
structed by marble which, according to older people’s accounts, was found in lield
close to the church of “The Virgin Mary™. It is worth mentioning that the columns
were constructed on that spot and were later carried to the cathedral.

The impressive and abundant decoration of the cathedral proves the con-
stant interest and concern of the priest and the locals for their parish. tis adorned
with byzantine icons of inestimable value as well as with valuable devotional requi-
sites such as Holy Books, chandeliers and holy items most of which were donations
from devout Falatadians living in Constantinople.

Among the icons there are those of “The Birth of The Virgin Mary”, “Vir-
gin Mary the Mirtidiotisa”(1819), “John the Baptist”, and a fretted woodwork of the
Holy Sepulchure(1880). The icons on the facade of the sanctuary, among which we
can see those of "St. John”, “St. Vasilios” and “The Holy ‘Trinity” are of a western
style and were painted in 1882 by a local artist called D. Georgantas. The icon of
“The Virgin Mary of Kakia Skala™*, venerated by all the villagers, is also keptin the
church. Itis placed on a marble icon-stand on the left aisle and the numerous offer-
ings placed wpon the face of the won prove the respea felt towards “The Virgin
Mary” and the miracles She has performed. The icon is cclebrated on st Septem-
ber. and on the eve of the celebration it 1s transferred to the area of “Kakia Skala”
on foot, where there is a church devoted to “The Virgin Mary”™.

The magnificent wooden throne of the bishop - the older of the two exist-
ing in the cathedral - and the freted icon-stand were constructed in 1888 whereas
the pulpit and the newer throne were constructed after 1956 by Tinian marble
sculptors and were financed by devout pilgrims.

An unfulfilled dream of the villagers is to replace the facade of the sanctuary
with a marble one. The one standing now does not have any archaeological value
since it is made of plain wood, with the exception of a tretted Cross at its top. There
have been designs, which are of great value by Kaparias and Lyritis since 1936 but,
unfortunately, it has not been possible to utilize them, owing to financial difficulties.

In 1993, the cathedral established a parish-hall in a privately-owned build-
ing to meet the needs of the parish and the Sunday School. In 1997, the Ministries
of Civilization and Acgean and the Minister Ms. Elisabeth Papazoi financed the set
up of a church museum in an extension of the same building, where valuable works
of art from the cathedral and the chapels are exhibited

* “Kahia Skala” is a very dangerous and rough areq in the north of the island.



Today, our parish has 55 chapels,
four of which belong to the cathedral
and the rest of them are private proper-
ties.

Our church is celebrated twice a
year. On the day of the “Holy Trinity”
and on 27th September, “St. John's
Day”. On the eve of “St. John's”, the
“The Association of Progressive Falata-
dians” organises a traditional feast at the
village square.

The priest and the church com-
mittee, with the help of the local associ-
ations (The Association of Progressive
Falatadians and The Association of
Falatadians not currently living in
Tinos ) and of the municipal authorities in co-ordination
with the unreserved support of the parishioners, attempt to
preserve the local customs and the handing down of their
devotion to their parish to the young generations,

THE CHURCH OF “THE VIRGIN MARY”

The church of the “Assumption” or “The Virgin
Mary” is located in the west of the village. We do not know
exactly when it was built but we do know, owing to a marble
plaque placed at the bottom part of the belfry, that it is pri-

Today, the church belongs to the cathedral and it has been the cemetery of our

parish since 1860. All the religious celebrations devoted to “The Virgin Mary” take

place here, the most important being the celebration of “The Assumption™ on I5th
August.

A FEW WORDS ABOUT FALATADOS
Falatados was, and still is, one of the biggest villages on the island of
Tinos. It is mountainous and lies on the NW of the island between the mountains
of Tsiknias and Cehrovouni. Due to the lack of evidence. we do not know exact-
ly when the village was established but according to some written records, the vil-

lage existed prior to 1400AD.

Throughout the years, and especially during the Venetian and the
Turkish domination, Falatados played a major role in the evolution of the
island and in every aspect of life, in general. Moreover, during the Second
World War, a lot of young Falatadians were sacrificed, in the fight for the
preservation of freedom. Their names are written on the war memorial of
the village.
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A very important event, not only for the village but for all of
Tinos, was the discovery of the Holy Icon of “The Virgin Mary” on
30th January 1823 by a Falatadian worker called Dimitrios Vlassis or
Passas. “The Association of Falatadians not currently living in Tinos”,
in order 1o honour this event, donated to the cathedral an embossed,
marble image of the discovery, which was sculptured by the local
sculptor Praxitelis Tzanoulinos in 1986.

Many prominent people attended the unveiling ceremony,
and it was on that day that the Holy Icon was transferred to the vil-
lage. for the first time, carried by His Holiness. The Metropolitan
Bishop of Syros, Mr. Dorotheos.

Today, the village has a new Metropolitan Bishop, Mr,
Dorotheos B'. and is placed under the authority of the New Prelacy
of “Sosthenia”, which is based at Falatados, as a courtesy for the con-
tribution in the discovery of the Holy Icon. Politically, Falatados
belongs to the municipality of “Exombourgo”.

A lot of prominent people were born and grew up in Falata-
dos such as priests, professors, politicians, lawyers, sculptors, and
merchants. Most of the people living here are either farmers or
stock-breeders and a few are involved in bee-keeping. Falatadian
products, and especially grapes, honey, lamb and raki (a strong aico-
holic drink made of grapes) have a prominent position in merchan-
dising.

Every vear, the village’s associations revive old customs that.
through the years, had been forgotten. “The Association of Progres-
sive Falatadians”, in particular, by organising the “Raki's Festival”
and the traditional feast on “St. John's”, attract thousands of visitors
to the village not only from within Tinos but also from the rest of
Greece.

During the summer, you can also visit “The House of Exhibi-
tions” which houses works of famous artists, and the “Folklore Muse-
um”, which is a private collection. You can also admire the wonder-
ful granite rocks to the north of the village and finally, you can walk
along the picturesque path which leads to Livada beach.

In the village there is a hotel, for those who would like to
spend a few days here, and there are also taverns and cafés. The vil-
lage is 11km from the port of Tinos.
